in Factory.

Leo "M, .Frank .will probably be the
first witness to take tho stand in. tha,
Mary Phagan . murder inquest to ba
resumed thls morning at 9:30 o'clock
. in police headquarters. Hes will be ex-
‘nmlncd thoroughly along lines whien
nelther” the- chler ol detecuives, \cur-
oner nor sollicitor general will ‘dis-
close,

He was resting comfortably at mld-
night, and, according to reports from
the Tower In whioh he is Imprisoned,
he s In rit conditlon to undergo the
ordeal. In the first interrogation to
which ho was pgubjected, he was on
the stand for a trifle more than sixX
hours. It is not thought that the ex-
amination today will last that long.

Headquarters was glven a surprise
yesterday afternoon with the report
brought back by Dotectives Rosser and
Haslett, who were sent early In the
afterhoon to Interview Mrs, Mattie
White, wife.of Arthur White, the me-
chanle who was in the pencil factory
during the time Mary Phagan enterad
the building to.draw her pay envelope.

Suw Negro in Factory,

Mrs. White stoted that she went to
the plant to*sce her husband shortly
hofora 1 o’clock, and that as she caino
downstalrs a few mjnutes later, she
notleed a stalwart, black negro, sitting
on a box on the first floor only a few
feet from the clevator. 1IIe was seated
in the shadow of the stalrease, and
wns almost out of view.

This is the first time she has told
of sccing the negro. It also is the
first time it has been revealed that a
negro was in_the building between the
hours of 12 noon ard 4 o'clock, the
fatal afternoon. Mrs. White told the
glouths that she did not recollect the
fncident at flrst.

Her statement- was written and
placed on record at headquarters. She
will be suwmmoned to the inguest. Her
residence 1s at 58 Bonnle Brae avo-
nue, whero sho hﬂs resided several
years.

“'he negro was a big man,” she
snfd to Haslett and Rosser, "and was
apparently too well-dressed to .pe i}
workman. He was sitting on a’ box
ln the shadows of the stalrway, ani
gasing intently at the eclevator shaft:
T thought nothing of his presence, and
hurried on out of the bullding. I don’t
know whether or not I will he able
to fdentify him. I possibly could,
though," .

Searching for Greck,

Deteéetlves are  searching for a

vourg Greck, who 18 supposed to have
disappeared the day tho body was dis-
covered. He was an attacho of the
cafo adjoining the pencll factory, a
‘nopulnr establishment with girl em-
| ployees of the plant, at which many
“of whom ate their lunches.
' Chief Lanford stated that when city
detectives, ; followiny clues they had
obtained from girls of the factory,
sought to interview him, they found
hm missing. Later, It was reported
that he was In Annlston, Ala,, in which
city Pinkerton men are mgking a
gearch, He was employed as a walter
at tho cafe, and had been in America
for a good many .years. /The officers
will not give his name.

The theory, on which susplclon Is af-
rectcl toward the Greek, Is that the
girl was murdered on the outside of
the faotory building, probably in the
alley way facing Madison avenue, and
that her body was carrled into the
hasement through the rear door which
was broken open.

The bursting of the door would have
heen an ensy matter, as tho staple
could have been taken out, the de-
tectives gay, wlith the fingers.

It Is advanced, too, that the slayer
wag In love with his victim, and that
the deed was ingplred by Insane jeal-
ousy,

Added energy was injected Into the
search for the migsing Greele at dusk
Wednesday) when W. T. Hunter, a
youth llving at 250 Grant.street, came
to police headquarters and told Chiet
Lanford a story of a scene he had wit-
tiessed at 3:30 o'clock on the Sunday
morning the body wasg found.

Hunter told of the appearance of
three Greeks in a club at Broud and
Hunter streets at 8:30 o'clock the
Sunday mornlhg bf the dlsecovery. One
of the trlo, ho sald, carried a myst-
riony package under his arm, obviously
contninlng clothing. ANl three, upon
entoring the club, went into the wash.
room, where they cleaned thelr faces
and hands. Dectectives have been de-
tailed to look for the three Greeks
answering Hunter's descriptions,

Dorsky Talks With Lee.
