A suit for $394 was ftiled agalnst
Herbert Haas, an associate {n the Leo
Frank counsel, by C. P, Moore, head
of the South Coast Detective ugency,
in municipal court yesterday, for the
services of a negro detective alleged
to have been used by the Frank de-:
fense during course of the trial in
June, July and August ) )

‘he suit charges that Haas contract-
ed with the South Coast agency, the
headquarters of which are located in
Macon, for the services of Moore, him-
gelf, and those of a negro detective
on his staff, Joe Hightower. The
terms are named in the suit as having
been $10 daily for the white sleuth,
and 30 for the negro.

The plaintiff alleges that he was
pald $800 for his activities, but that
only $36 had been pald for the negro’'s
setvices, both detectives having been
in employment eight days. Gober &
Jackson, attorneys for the detective
agency, say that an attempt had been
made to settle the matter before it
went to court, and that Herbert Haas
had ngreed to settle the bill at $250.

Herbert Haas, however, told report-

ers Friday afternoon that he knew
nothing of the suit, and furthermore,
was aware of ho transaction with

Moore or his detective organization.
