A few letters have been received by,
‘the Prison Commission asking that
\Frank be saved from the death penalty.
,Two letters, signed anonymously, state
ithat Frank should not have his sentence
commuted. The letters to the Governor'
have been pouring in every day for,
four or five weeks. Last January sev-
eral hundred were rececived and then
they ceased until the Supreme Court of
the United States declined to interfere
in the case.

Last Saturday 1,832 letters were re-
ceived by the Governor. On Mongday the
number was over 80, and on Tuesday
morning, in one mail alone, the num-
ber was over 3. The letiers come
from every scction of the country.
