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THOMAS FELDER BRANDS
THE CHARGES OF BRIBERY
DIABELICAL CONSPIRACY!

Thomas B. Felder, the Atlanta law-

yer who is accused of having offered
8 bribe for an affidavit of J. W. Cola-
man, stepfather of Mary Phagan, now
in the ‘possession of the police, yester-
day {issued the following statement:
Te the People of Atlanta:
v The pudblication of the sensational
“story™ In ‘The Atlanta Journal on
Yesterday afternoon relating to my.
Eelf and my connection with the I'ha-
£an case Is but the symptom or manl.
festatfon of one of the most dlabolical
ccnspiracies ever hatched by a venal
and corrupt vsyster’” to protect erime
In a civillzed comi. »ity.

To he more specific, this conspiracy
was fortned just after the arrest of
Nawt fee and Leo Frank, chuarged
with the murder of Mary Phagan. The
controlling genius of {t fs Newport
Lanford, ohfef of the city detectives
its object Is to shleld and protect
the mupderers of thiz fnnocent child,
and In Its wicked ramifications It
marks our dlstinguished (?) chiet of
detectives as the Licutenant Becker of
our ‘““aystem,” and renders his co-con.
spirators as dangerous to the Mves
‘lberty, property and reputation of
our citizens as the bloody and deadly
Soofety of the Mafia.

Part Played
By Papers.

Pity it Is that the presg of the clty
haa been and 1y belng made the inno-
cent, if effective, instrument in thelr
hands to further and effectuate the
object of thig wicked conspiracy by
prostituting their potentfal columns
tn the exploitation of the mass of
forgeries and perjuries which has been
given to the puble through thel: col-
umns, for he It known that these
papers have tacitly sanctioned the ut.
terances of Colyar by reproducing his
affidavits in the face of the fact that
the editors and proprietors of all
woult without heshtation swear that
they would not believe him on oath jt
ecalled upon to do so. Strangely enough
a portlon of the eriminal record of
this man Colyar s reprodnced, show-
fng him to he a man steeped in crime
and Infamy, while in the parailel col.
umin is pubu‘shxd his de(.unutm‘y ut-

I would have the good people of this
commmunity know that from the day
and hour of the arrest of Lee and
Frank, charged with the murder of lit-
tle Mary Phagan, Newport Lanford and
his co-conspirators have left “no stone
unturned” in their efforts to shield anJ
profect these suspectd, and 1 shall dem-
onstrate later the truth of this state-

ment with 4o much clearness that

Winked

At Forgeries.

In furthering and effectuating thig
conspiracy they have suborned per-

jury, winked at forgerics and, in shorr,
employed every agency that low and
grovellng criminal instincts could cou-
trive and conjure up. In their fran-
tic efforts to shileld the murderers of
this girl ““Lieutenant Hmkc! lLanford
secured the services pf A. 5. Colyar, Jr.,
whose eriminal record wds known to
the ‘“leutenant,” but whoSe gervices
he willingly availed himself of.

Having premised this much, T shall
now address myself to the task of
disposing -of “Lieutenant” Lunford's
“Man Friday,” A, S Colyar.

About two and one-half years ago,
whife [ was cngased fn a controversy
with the criminal and vagahond gove.
ernor of the state of SNouth Carolina,
a prominent citizen of Atlanta, a client
and friend of mine, whose name [
withhold because he s not now in the
city and 1 have been unable to reach
him over the phone, but whose name
will be given later, called at my office,
and, discussing this controversy, said
that he knew a man by the name of
A. 8. Colyar, Jr., sometimes lawyer, de-
tective, newspaper man, c¢tc, who had
spent some time in the state of South
Carolina, and who was in possession of
valuable information touching thut site
uation.

Brought Colyar
To My Office.

He afterwards brought this man
Colvar to my office, and after dis-

cussing the matter with him at length,
1 reached the conelusion that he was
thoroughly undependable, and the in-
terview closed. Afterwards, he was sent
to the state of South Caroling, to ob-
taln the information, and forwarded
to me three affidavits which seemed
to establish conclusively that the gov-
ernor of that state had been engaged
in criminal practices. Upon a c’trcfnl
examination of these affidavits, 1 dis-
covered that the jurats uttached to the
three affidavits were all upon sep-
srate sheets, attached to what pur-
ported to be the genuine affidavits.
This aroused my suspicions, and I sent
a trusted clerk from my office to
the stale of South Carvolina to per-
sonally interview the affiants, with
the result that he was informed by
them that this man Colyar had repre-
gented to them that they were helrs
at law to a considerable estate in Ten-
nessee, and that if they would make
an affidavit stating who they were,
he would be able to secure for them
their respective inheritances without
cost, indeed. that he wag sent to them
for that purpose, whercupon the af-
fidavits were prepared and signed;
that afterwards Ceolyar detached the
juraty attached to the genuine affi-
avits and attached them to the spuri-
ous affidavits which he furnished.
These affidavits are now in my files
and are subject to the ingpection of
anvone who may be interested. It s
needless for mie to add that they were
never made public in connection with
the charges of criminal conduct lotdged
against the vagabhond governor qf
South Carolina.

-Met Colyar
In Chattanooga.

Afterwards [ met this man Colyar
accidentally in the ecity of Chattanooxa,
and when 1 confronted him with the
fact that he had forged these affida-
vits, he freely confesred the forgery
to me, and stated that he had been re-

. duced financially to dire extremities,
and that he had forsed the affidavits
in order to get money from the gen-
tleman who had Introduced him to me.
I respectfully submit that after this
experience with this man it does not
seem .reasonable that [ would enter-
tain'respect for him, muth less repose
contidence in him.

On Sunday afternoon, while engaged
in a conference at my home with par-
ties intereated fn the Phagun case 1
received a telephone message, and was
tnformed that the party speaking was
A. S. Colyar, Jr. He stuted to me that
it was important for him to have ah
interview with me during the after-
noon or evening of Sunday. I made an
appolnlment to meet him at my office
at 8:16 o‘clock. I met him by appoint-

telephonCd Mr. ‘Toble, of the Willlam

stated to me that the city detective
force was engaged 'n suppressing evi-
dence in the Phagan case: that they
were (i a conspiracy with the Pin-
kertons, who had been employed to
investigiute this case by Frank, one
of the suspects, and that they ‘had
entered Into a conspiracy to thwart
the efforta of the Burng agency and
myself fn the fnvestigutions in prog-
ress; that he -overheard a conference
hetween Lanford and the Pinkerton
agent whn was employed In ‘the case
by Frank to the effect that it ‘was
fmportant to circumvent the efforts
of the Burns agency and myself in
establishing the gufit of the murderer
or nurderers: that on the morning
of. the Sunday evening Lanford had
caut~d an affidavit to be prepared and

i Would Not
'Accept Statement.

} 1 stated to Colyar that I would not
accept his statements even under oath,
~and that {f he had any decumentary
|evidence establishing the fact that
these barties were engaged in a con-
spiracy to suppress evidence, I woutd
‘Hike to see it, whereupon he handed
"me the original Coleman affidavit,
"what purported to be a copy of the
 confession of the negro, Connelly,
"what purported to be an original af-
‘ﬂd.nlt in relation to the solicitor gen-
leral, ana also what purported to be
an original affidavit that one of the
leading newspapers of the city had
beeu bribed by the suspects or thelr
l‘l fends,

In this conversation he teld me that
he had original aftidavits cstablishing
the hmmorality of the chief of police
‘and the chief of detectives, ang that
they were guilty af acts Involving
moral turpitude. and he specified the
acts., It 1s not necessary to give these
to the public at his time, but they

wil] be _published later.

Relation to
Phagan Case.

I stated to him that § was not in-
, térested in the moral and ofticlal
dcrellctlonn of the chlef of pollice and
‘ehief of detectives, oxcept In so far
as they might relate to the suppres-
sfon of evidence In the Phagan case.
He thereupon asked me if the mayor
of the city was interested In obtaining
this evidence. I told him that I was
not In the confidenve of the wmayor;
that I had not spoken with him for
monthg, but that if he was (nterested
in the exposure of official rottenness
in the vartous clty departments, he
, would he a strange and unnatural of-
ficial, and that I would bring the mat-
ter to his attentlion, which 1 afler.
wards did.

On the following day Colym- called
me over the phone and asked me if §
would meet him and some frlend of
his who had knewledge of the facts
heretofore adverted to in. conference,
I stated to him that | was coming into
the city on Monday evening, and would
meet them wt my office. I met Colyar
and a yvoung man by the name of Feb-
uiary at my office, accordlng to ap-
pointment. The interview of Monday
evening developed In substance and
effect what wus developed on Sunday
cvening, together with the additional
fact that young Febuary stated that
he had been used so much by the chief
of police and chlef of detectives in
carrying out thelr projects of corrup-
tlon that he was sick and tired of the
Job and would like very much for me
to assist hlm in getting other employ-
ment; that if I would assist him he
would willingly turn over to me all
documents, utes, cte, going to show
that these parties were engaged In
suppressing  evidence in the Phagan |
citse, and that while they were osten-
sibly working for the city and for the
interest of the people, that they were
really working in conspiracy with the
Pinkertons—the employees of Frank—
to shield and protect Wrank.

Showed Me
Affidavits.

He also exhibited to me numerous
affidavits, documents, ete., purporting
to be evidence of the official corrup-
tion of the two chlefs. Among othe-

documents submitted weore iwo )ists
which he claimed that he prepared for
Chief of Police Beavers and Chief of
City Detectives Lanford., purporting to
contain a lst of blind tigers and im
moral houses whlah were under the
protection of these departments, and
from whom they received wmonthly pay-
mente for this alleged protection. I
made it plain to both of these partles
that I had no Interest whatever in any
of these documents except Such  as
might tend to establish the fact that
theyr were suppressing evidence in the
P'hagan case. . .

They asked mie if Mavor Woodward
2ud other gentlemen in the city, nam-
fng them, would be interested in oh-
taining th:s evidence,

T stated to them that I thought that
not only Mayor Woodward, but every

other prominent cltizen in the clty of

Atlanta, such as Mr. Sam Inman, Cap-
tain Foglish, Mr. Grant, Mr. Maddox
and scores of others wounld he entire-
1y ,willing to raise a fund to drive
these people from the high places, If
they swere guilty of the acts of moral
turpitude alleged against them,

They asked me If In my judgment
they could be indicted ahd punished if
they turned over this evidence to the
mayor or his agents, [ gave it as my
judgment that .they could not, and
that even If they could they would not
be; that 1 had too much confidence
in the mayor of the city of Attanta,
in the prosecuting attorney "of the
clreudt, of the criminal court and of
the governor, as a last resott, to be-
Heve that any of these officials woutd
suffer them to be punished If they
made of themselves Instrumental
means of exposing the colossal cor-
ruption which they repreaented exist-
ed In the various departments of the
city government. - .

If T had consented to pay money for
thir evidence 1 could have pajd it either

on Sunday or Monday night, anda al
of the documents would have been
tumrned over to me.

Statement S

Is Absurd.

‘The statement contained in the affi-'
davits of this man -Colyar and of Feb.
tary that I offered them 31,000 for the
Colemar. affidavit is too absurd to jns-
tify a dcnial.  Why would [ pay 31,060
for this affidavit when it was within
tihe power of the conspirators to ob
tain another aftjdavit within five min-
utes after the surrvnder of this affida-’
vit to me? In this connectlon 1 desive !
to state that In my career at the bar,
covering a quarter of a cehtury, I have
never, ditestly or indirveetly, soughl
ciployment in any casc—civil or erim-
inal. I have never found it necessary
to resort to barratry to Keep busy in
my profession. It is inconceivanle that
I, or any other reputable lawyer, would .,
seek employment to prosecute a man
for murder. '

1 was employed in the Phagan cass’
by a committee. of citizens residing in
the vicinity of the family of the Phi- |
gan girl. My coutract of employment is
in writing, and duly signed by my em-
ployers. 1 do not give in this conrec.
tion a copy of the contract and the'
nante of ti.e signers, for the vekry ob-:
vious reason that with thelr nimes in'
possession of “Lieutenant Becker” Lan- l
ferd and his co-consplrators, my clfents |
would immediately beeome the objects
of attack at the hands of the “system.” |

The contract above referred to was
made with my law firm, Felder, Ander- \
son, Dillon & Whitman, and is in our|
fiies and open to the inspection of auy !
decent citizen at any time.

‘How Felder
Was Employed.

In addition o this employment, we
were employed by a  committee of
prominent and distinguishel ladies in
lthe city of Atlanta to aid in this in-
vestigatlidn, The names of these ladies
|ure withheld from publication for ob-
jvlous reasons. [ have never gafd, and
'T do nol pow say, that [ was ever em-
lplo\ ed either by Mr., or Mps. Coleman,
| but I do say that on I'riday afternoon
|—the gate { do not remember—but u
"being the day upun which the corone:'s
inquest was to be leld at the police
barracks, 1 was called over the phone
jby one of the gentlemen why employed
I'me In the case and asked to come dowa
‘w the barracks, [ Jdmmealdlately re-
\pulr(-d to the barracks and stated to my
cllent that I fett a delicacy In appear-
ling at the coroner's Inquest unless my
employment wag npm'o\_ed Ly the pa.
rents of the deceased girl.: I was
‘thereupon introduced to Mr. Coleman, !
snd explained to hiin :ny feelings in
the matter. tie stated to me that ho
had no money to employ counsel; that:
he appreciated the unselfish act of his
neighbors in thelr cffort to assist in

_I'he object and purpose of this af-
fidavit are so obvious that it {s need-
less for me to do more than avert to
it,- and ara as follows: To destroy
the state's: theory presented by the
medlcal, experts and My, Tobiec of the
Burns agency, that this girl camo, to
her death hetween the hours of twelve
ahd-one on Saturday, and further to
establish tho tsct that the girl was In
lite between the hours of 6:30 and
10:30 p. m., thus enabling, Frank to
establish by posltlve and conclush’e
proof an alibl.

Hour by hour, day by day uud step
by stop, has this mman Lanford bend-
ed all of his energlies and efforts to
the single purpose of diverting sus-
piclon from tho accused in this case
and throwing about them the cloak of
his protection. I have neither the
time or the disposition to discuss at
length the affidavits reprodiced in the
press of the city wmade by Colyar and
Iebuary. As to these, T deem ii only
necessary to say that they are ralse
from begluning to end

As to the so-calied dictagraph, I
wish ta say that [ ghall demonstrate
that this is elther manufactured and
tabricated, or was so greatly revised
and changed by the stenographer wha
took the notes, 4f a dictagraph was In
fact used, which I doubt, as to greatly
impair, 1£ not totally destroy the mean-
ing of what was sald on the occasion
referred to. ‘1o begin with, It is impos.
sitl¢ for the conversation {mputed to
me to have occurred and been tran-
sertbed in less than an hour. As
I have stiated heretofore in this article,
I was in the room at the Willlams

house not more than five or ten min-.

utes, arriving there at 3:30 and reach-
ing my oitice at 4 p. m, stopping en
route to have my throat tredted by o
thrnat specialist, which consumed from
twelve to fifteen minutes,

[ mention this fact as {{lustrating the
{mpossibllity that the so-called dicta-
graph report could be genuine. The
dictagraph is an instrument that re.
