fense thnt mon on the streets were ale
lowed to walk along by the side of
the jurnra and talk to thom, and that
n spoectator talked to one juror in the
court room.

Muy Ask Indletinent. :

Juror ienslee has consulted a law-
yer and iy sald to ‘be about te nvk an
indletinent againat C. J2, Stouxh on a
chnrge of perjury. 1t if belleved that
he intends taking the same 3steps In
yegard to others, and he is sald to be
consldering suits for libel also,

The aftldavits, whleh  wore made
publie Saturday, furnished the most
gensntionnl part to the case since the
end of the irial. At the calling of the
motion for a new trlal Saturday morn-
ing Judge L. S. Roan greatly, at the
golleitor's plea, a postponement of ona
week, and rospited the condemned
man indefinitely. Frank wag sen-
tenced to hang next Friday. .

Dorsoy, his nssistant, Attorney H. A.
Stephens, and Attorney IPrank A,
Hooper, who aided the . state, will
spend practically their entire time In
making thelr reply to the 116 reasons
