Meh '[;hu following is the first verbatim report of hls statemant to te pub-
shed: ’

“Now, Mr. Frank,” sald Mr. Arnold, “such papers as you want to use
you can come down here at any time or from time to time and gol them on
this table right here.”

“fleforo you commenco your sintement,” prompted tho judge, “I want
to read the law. In criminal procedure, ihe prisoner will have the right
to mike to the court and Jury such siatement in thes case as he may deem
proper in hia defense. It shall not be under onth and shall have such force
as the jury shall think right to give it. They may belleve It In preference
to the sworn testimony In the case. The prisoner shall not he compelled to
answer any questions on crosg-examination. IHe should feel frea to decline
to answer them. Now you can make such statement as you see fit,"

“Gentlemen of tho jury,” the accused man began, “in 1884, the 17th day
of April, I was born in Terrell, Texas., At the age of 3 mouths my parents
took me to Brookiyn, N. Y. which became my home until I came south, to
Atlanta, to make my home here.

“I remalned with these parties until about the middle of October, 1907,
when at the fnvitation of some citizens of Atlanta I came south to confer
with them with reference to the starting and operation of a pencil factory
to he located in Atlanta. After remaining here for about two weoks I
returned once more to New York, where | engnged passagé and weont to
Europe. 1 remained fn Iurope nine months. During my sojourn abroad 1
studied the pencil business und looked after the erectlon and testing of
machinery which had been previousty traded for, !

CAME TO ATLANTA

“In the first part of August, 1908, I returned otice more to America, and
jmmediately came south, to Atlanta, which has remained my home over
since. I married in Atlanta an Atlanta girl, Miss Lucillo Selig. The major
portion of my married life has been spont in the home of my parentsdn-daw,
Mr. and Mrs. . Selig, at No. 68 East Georgla avenue, My marrled life
has been exceptionally happy, fndeed, it has been the happlest days of
my life. :

“My dutfes as superintendent of the National Pencil company wero in
general as follows: 1 took charge of the technical and mechanical end of
the factory, lookiug after the processes and sceing that the product was
turned out fn qualfty equal to the standard which was sot by our compet.
ftors. I looked after the installation of new machinery, and the purchasing
of any machinery, and in addition 1 had charge of the offico work at the
Forsyth street plant and the lead plant on Bell street. .

I tooked nfter the purchasing of the raw .material. 1 saw after the
manufacture of pencils and kept up with the market ot these mnterials,
and when the prices fluctuated go that the purchases could be made to
the best possible advantage.

“I was nerveus. 1 was cotipletely
unstrung. Imagine yourself called
from sound slumber in the early
hours of the niorning whisked
through the ohill morning afr
without breakfast, to go into that un-
dertaking establishment and have the
light suddenly flashed'on a scene like
that. To seo that lttle glrl on the
dawn of womanlicod so cruelly murs
dered—it was a scene that would have
melted stone.  Is it any wonder I was
nervous?

Snww .\lu‘rner Notea.

“I got in an automobile and sal on
Mr, Darley's knee. 1 was trembling,
perhaps. Later Sunday morning, 1
went to the home of Mr. 8§ Montag
and told him what had occurred. I
got home about 11 o'clock. My wlife
and I went over to my sister-in-law’s,
Mra, Ursenbach's, and with & number
of {riends we discussed the tragedy.

"We went back home to dinner and
mentioned thera the terrible crime,
After dinnor I rend n short thmo and
about 10 minutes to 8 o'clock caught
o car downtown.

“The conversation on the car was
about the little girl that had been
tound dead in the factory.”

Went to Mceet Wite,

- I went to the Haas home, stayed
thero, until about ¢ o'clock und started
away, My wife had left word that 1

“Now, gentlemen, if there 18 onoi-
thing about that factory, after myo,
scven years in charge of the place, it
is the care that I have given it. Wea
usa drawing coinpound on the floorsm
metal and tvols, Opposite the diess-r
Ing room there {s a scrap barrel. Fluid »
put {n the barrel will naturally flow s
on the floor. There is a great deal \
of lubrieant usdd on the machines, and,
naturally, it has formed a cake from
a halt i{nch to an inch around the
machine. .
“All of the acecldents that occur in
the factory are not reported, except in
cases where the injured cmployvee is
{ncapacitated. There are many who
cut their fingers, bhut such necidents
are not reported. When they cut their
flugers they invariably pass by ths
aressing room. About those spots un
the floor, I am exumined them mysolf,
and you cowld xcrape Jdirt from the

spots that had accumuiated several
days.

“The spots, had they been blood
stains, and. coming in contact whh

the compound, would have been pink,
not white.

“f then took the financial sheets that
were made out a week previous to i
Montag, and had a long conversition
with him.
