Attorney Hooper ~stated’ aftor
Lllmt nothing of importance was gain-
cd by the meellng of the two_negroes,
except that Conley declared at the
meoting that Lee had nothing to do
with the crimo.

Tho negroes were questioned to-
gether .for about twe houfs, and then
Conley was tuken back to polico stution
The entire story of each one was gone
over thoroughly by the attorneys, who
wished to soo it thoy would stick to
what thoy told at first, '
