January, 1907, bocame testing engincer and draftsman for the: Na-
tionnl Meter' company, of Brooklyn..

QOatobor, 1907, camo to Atlanta to confer with frionds here about
establishment of a pencil company,

December, 1907, went to Jurope to study the pencil business.

August, 1908, returned from Europe and came dircctly to Aflanta,
where he has romained eover slnce, as suporintendent of the National
Penoil factory.

October, 1910, married to Miss Lucile Selig, daughter of Mr. and Mrs.
Emil 8elig, .and went to live with his wite's parents at 68 IEast Goorgla
avenue,

April 26, 1918, paid oft Mary Phagan at the factory office,

April 27, 1013, notified early in tho morning by officers to come to
his factory. Visited morgue and saw the girl's body and then went to
factory.

April 28, 1913, gives first statement to detectives nt police statlon.

April 29, 1913, arrested on suspiclon of the crime,

May 1, 1013, bound over by the coroner's jury on charge of murder
of Mary Phagan and taken to the Towaer, ,

May 24, 1813, indlcted by the Fulton grand jury for the . murder,

+ July 28, 1913, his trial begins.
