The first plece of new testimony of
any importance which has developed
since the beginning of the IL.eo M.
iFrank trial came Thursday morning,
when E. B. Barrett, a machinist em-
!ploycd at the National Pencil factory,
testified that he had found what was
supposed to be Mary Phagan's pay
envelope near her machine in the
metal room, Up to this time the mat-
ter of the pay envelope had been a
completo mystery. Barrett also testi-
fied to having discovered blood stains
on the floor near her machine, and a
strand of halr on the machine. The
blood stain had been wiped over with
some kind of white preparation.

. The whole gist of Solicitor Dorsey's
questioning was to pro¥é’:that ™ ‘the
murder was commifted on the second
floor., The testimony of this witness
and’ others seecmed to bear out this
contention,

Harry Scott, of the Pinkerton De-
tectlve agency, who has been em-
ployed by the National JTencil factory
to ferrot out the murderer, proved a
strong witness for the state, although
at first it looked as if he would prove
of more value to the defense. .

In the early stages of his examina.
tion by Solicitor Dorsey Scott was
asked if, on his first meeting with Leo
M. Fraunk, the accused had not ap-
peared extremely nervous. This was
on Monday following the murder.
Scott denied this to be a fact. Solic-
itor Dorsey became excited and inti-
mated that he had been “trapped;”
that the witness was not giving the
testimony he had been led to expect.

Scott grew heated and exclaimed:

“I hope you do not iufer that I am
withholding anythingl”

Solleltor Dorsey sald he did not, and
from that time on Scott told in deta
of his ..—_ection with the case.

E. L. Holloway, an employce of the
penci! factory, who had previously
signed an affidavit that the power box
on the elevator was closed on Satur-
day, the day of the murder, admitted
that he was mistaken; that he had
opened the box and hung up the key
in Frank’s office.

His affidavit was placed in evidence,
and Judge Roan ruled that certain
parts of it were admissible.

Summing up the day's testimony,
tho weight of it was not so favorable
to the defendant as on the day pre-
vious.
