Jim has materially changed since he
appeared before the jury which con-
victed Frank. The negro is so dirty
and unkempt, according to his attor-
ney, Willlam B8mith, that he I8 at
present scarcely recognizable.

Since his last appearance before the
public, Jim haa been kept all but in-
communicado In the Tower. He has
consorted but little with the other ne-
gro prisoners. Jim's wife, with whom
he lived until his arrest, has visited
him once during the past 4wo months.

Solicitor General Dorsey in confer-
ence with the negro's attorney on Fri-
day declared that the case would be
heard a week from today.

Attorney Smith declared it to be his
intention to visit the jail, “have Jim
take a bath and get shaved” before he
brought his client into court.
