knew nothing of any such action,

[far as I am concerncd the grand jury
will not take steps te Indlet Con-
ley. Of course, the membera of the
grand jury have the right to come
together and to take any steps
they may desire, and 1 am speaking
only for myseif In saying that no
steps will be taken to atmrt an iIn-
vestigation of Conley's alleged con-
nection.”

Phagan muvder case, as far as 1 know,"”
safd the solicitor,” and I have issued
no eall for the grand jury. The state
{s continuing {ts work and will be
ready on July 28 for the trial of Leo
M. Frank."
