Mrs, Maggie White. wife of John
Arthur \White, who was at work on
the fourth floor of the National Pencil
factory part of the day upon which
Mary Phagan was killed, was the first
witness the state called to tho stand
Thursday morning In the Frank trial.

The witness told of golng to the
factory twice on that day to see her
husband, and of seeing Irank on both
occaslons, und also of seelng a negro
lurking behind somao lLoxes on the frst
floor.

“How long has your husband been
working for the National Penell fae-

tory?" Solicitor Hugh -Dorsoy asked
after the usual questions as to hor
identity.

“About two years,” she replled.
"Does ho still work there?”
"Yes.“

“\WWas he at the factory opn
26, and at what time?”

“Yes, he was there; T left home to
go there about 7:30 in the morning. |
saw him there when T first went there
about 11:0, and when I camo back
at 12:30 he was stil] there.”

“Who else did you see thore?”

“Miss Corinthia Hall, Mr, Frank,
Misg Emma Freeman and two men
whose names [ do not know; all were
In Mr. Frank's office when I Arst saw
them.” .

Mrs. White then outlined, at the so-
licitor's request, upon tho cross-section
Trawing, her movements. on that day
In the factory, and in doing so de-
clared that her hushband and Denham
were nearer the front of the building
than sho had first thought.

Itoascr Cross-Examinen,

Mr, Rosser then took up the cross-
examination for tho defense, By n
sorios of questions he mado the wit-
ness declare that she was rather in-
definite about the time on the various
occasions of which she testified,

“Did unyone come upstairs where
you wera tnlking to your husband be-
sldes Mr. Frank?”

“Yes, Mrs, May Barrett and her
daughter and Miss Hall and Misy
*reeman.

“Who left firat?*

“Mrs. Barrett and her daughter left
and then the other two ladies.”

“You went to the factory about
12:30 tho sccond thme?”

"yes”

*“Was I'rank standing In front of the
safe?”

“yes”

“\Was the safe door open?”

“yest ]

“How close were you when you
gpoke to him?"

“I eamo right
spoke to him.”

“Dldn't you surprise him by speak-
ing suddeniy?”

*Did Frank say when he came up
there that If you wanted to get out
before 3 that you had better go pret-
ty soon, as ho was golng in a few
minutes?”

The attorney for the defense was
evidently trying to convince the jury
that Frank had not been especlally
anxlous to get the woman out of the
building right away.
