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Railway Employee Swears Car

Several employvess of the Oeorgia
Rallway and Power company were in-
troduced by the prosecution Wednesa-
day to testify as to tho time of the
wrrival of the English avenue streot
car at Broad and Marietta streets on
the day of the murder and to the fact
- that cars occasionally did ardive ahead

‘ot time.

i A withess was also Introduced to
‘show that Mary Phagan was not on
}thc BEnglish avenuo car after it turned
'into Broad street from Marletts, al-
1thoug'h the men !u charge of the car

had testifled that sho got off the car
'at Broad and Hunter streets. He stat.
ed that tho car arrived at Broad and
Marietta streets at 13:03 o'clock.

Henry A, 3{oftman, an inspector for
the Georgla Rallway and I'ower com-
pany, -testified that while he did not
know tho time of the arrival of tha
ear that Mary Phagan was on on the
day of the murder, he did know that
the same car on other occasions had
como in ahead of scheduled time.

Motorman Mathews of the KEnglish
avenue car, had testified that the car
was due to arrive at Broad and Mari-
atta streets at 12:07%. Inspector HHoft.
‘man testified that there was no such
schedulo and that the car was due to
arrive at 12:07 sharp.

Inspoctor Hoffman, against the ob-
Jection of Rosser, testified that he had
reen the English avenue car arrive at
Broad and Marifotta streets ahead of
the Fair streot car, which was con-
trary to the schedule, the Fair street
car being due at 12:05, ‘This testimony
was admitted,

Tho fnspector ulso sald that he had
on occaslons compured watches with
Matthews and found the latter's to bo
na much ag 40 seconds behind time.

He stated that he had seen Matthewa
come iInto Broad and Marlotta streets
a8 much us 11 minutes nhead of time
and had on several oceasions called his
attention to this infraction of tho
rules of the company,

He sald that. he remembored twd
sphecific instances whon Matthews was
ahead of schedule.

Four Mlunutes Alead of Tine,

W, D. Owen, a motorman on the
fPalr street line, testified that ho had
known the Inglish avenuo car to ar-
rlve at Broad aud Marictta streets as
muclhh as two minutes ahead of the
tPair street cAr, which placed the Eng-
lish avenuo car four minutes ahead ot
gchedulod time,

1., ¥, Ingram, a conductor for tho
Georgia Rallway and Power company,
stated that ho had come to town on
tho English avenue car on which Mary
Phagan 1a supposed to have come on
the day of the murder, but that he did
not remember what time the car ar-
rived, Ho stated, however, that ho
had known the English avenue car to
be as much as four minutes nhead of
time, .

Probably tho most important wit.
ness to testify on this polnt wag N.
Keolloy, also an employeo of the Geor-
gia Rallway and Elcctric company.

Says Car Arrived at 12:03.

Xolley stated that he was at the
corner of Broad and Marletta atreeta on
the day ot the murder and that he
lcoked at his watch and saw that the
tiimg of dany was 12:03 o'clock, At this
time, he sald, the English avenuo car
arrlved, und that he boarded It and
rods to Broad and Alabama streets,
from where he walked to Forsyth and
Alabama streats to catch a car for
College Park.

Kelley swore that he know MNary
Phagan by sight and that she was not
on the car whon !t started from Broad
and Mariotta wtreets, Ho stated that
a numbor of passongeras had alighted
‘at Brond and Marietin streets, buut
could not say whother Mary Phagan
was among tha number.

Rossor made a detormined effort to
break down the witnoss’ testimony,
but talled to hurt it materially.
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
